Minutes of the VMC meeting

A VMC meeting was held on29-03-2011at  1.00pm in the Station Conference hall  under the chairmanship of Air Cmde. Michael  Fernandez VM,VSM  AOC&  Chairman VMC KV No. 2 Adampur . In the meeting following points were discussed  and decided.

1Introduction of new members in VMC:-The Chairman VMC was  informed that the  official of existing VMC Committee mentioned against Sr. No. 5 who has been posted out and the tenure of the officials indicated against Sr. No. 6th, 7th and 10th is going to expire on 31 March 2011. In place of above mentioned serials the new members have been decided in the meeting and Honble Chairman asked the principal to submit complete details of committee separately for further approval.
2Approval of the VVN Budget
The VMC was informed that every Vidyalayashall  prepare Annual budget estimate of VVN in the beginning of the session or commencement ofthe financial  year accordingly.The budget estimate for the session 2011-12 has been prepared by considering ceilings fixed by the KVS and put up before the VEC / VMC for discussion and same was accepted. The Chairman, VMC asked the principal to put up separately after the signature of the VEC members..
3Sports Day Observation and Permission for the Purchase of Prizes:-The VMC members were apprised that as per new calendar every,vidyalya shall conduct Sports Day in the month of April. Accordingly the Vidyalya is wishing to observe our Sports Day on 29th April, 2011.The Honble Chairman,VMC was requested to grace the occasion as Chief Guest on respective date. The VMC was also requested to permit us for the purchase of prizes for Annual sports Dayand to incur the expenditure from the VVN

4Extension of Coach Facility :-It is decided to depute teams of Basketball and Chess other than Kho –Kho , Kabbaddi for participation in sub Regional/Regional level competitions which are being organized by the KVS. But due to lack of coach facility, it is quite impossible as no one turned up duringinterview of coaches, especially for the events mentioned above. The Chairman VMC was requested to depute coaches of basketball/ chess/Athletic events for few months to coach the children. The chairman, VMC agreed with the request and asked the nominee Chairman to work out with the principal.Accordingly nominee chairman presided over   the meeting on 2-4-2011 in KVNo1and had discussion on various issues/possibilities

5.Publication of the Vidyalya Magazine:-In order to encourage the art of writing amongst  the students and to reflect the achievements of the students and the teachers in accordance with article 136 of Education code, every vidyalaya shall bring out the Patrika by the month of July every year . Therefore , it is proposed to bring out the vidyalaya magazine for the session 2010-11 in the month of July.If agreed with the said proposal, permission may be given to incur the expenditure from the VVN which comes around  Rs.120000/-to130000/-. Same has been accepted. 

6.Medical check up of the students :-  The Honble Chairman  VMC, SMO and members were informed that in accordance to article 134  Education Code every Vidyalaya shallarrange medical check up of students at least twice a year i.e in the month of  July and January.
           The HonbleChairman  VMC was requested to arrange the same but he has shown inability due to shortage of staff. The VMC asked the Principal to hire the services of doctors from the outside and met out the expenditure from the VVN.

7.Installation of Water Coolers and R. O . System:-The VMC was informed that  at present the Vidyalaya is has only four water cooler and one of them became out of order and beyond economical repair. The Vidyalayahas  six water cooler points at different floors. In order to provide better facilities of supply of pure& hygienic water, it is proposed to purchase three new water coolers along with water purification from DGS&Dsuupplier or by constituting Purchase Committee or by inviting limited quotations. The Proposal was accepted and permitted to incur expenditure from the VVN which comes around 1.00000 to1.20000/= 

8.Purchase of Split Up ACs :-   In order to provide conducive atmosphere in the library it is proposed to purchase three split up ACs of branded companies ( Two for library and one for Computer Lab). The VMC asked the Principal to purchase DGS&D or by constituting committee or by inviting quotations and permitted to incur expenditure from the VVN which comes around 1.00000 to1.20000/=.

9.Purchase Of Furniture:-   The VMC was apprised that the children of Primary classes are to sit on dari (mat) in activity room. In order to provide better facilities to children, it is proposed to purchase 45 chairs to accommodate full strength of children. The same has been accepted.

 The school is running short fall chairs for teachers, tables in class rooms. In order to equip the class rooms it is proposed to purchase 30 chairs & tables and same has been accepted and the chairman has asked the Principal to purchase the same after following proper procedure.

The VMC apprised that there is no proper sitting arrangement in the staff room because of shortage of chairs. In order to provide good facilities it is proposed to purchase at least 20 chairs for staff room and 10 chairs for different departments including library. The VMC has accepted   all the proposals and permitted  the principal to incur expenditure from VVN which comes around two lac.

10.Tiling in Staff Room/ Library/Activity room: -The  existing floor of  the Staff room, library and Activity Room is very rough. Therefore it is proposed to fix tiles. The same has been accepted and permitted the Principal to go ahead and incur expenditure from VVN as the ceiling fixed(four Lac) by the KVS under petty construction.

11.Conduct of NIOS Examination:-  The VMC was apprised that the Exam Centre of National Institute of Open School has been fixed at K V No2 AFS Adampur. Since, these candidates are not associated with any of the school, they are supposed to directly report to the Examination Centre on the date of Examination. Therefore worthy Chairman VMC was requested to issue necessary instructions to the main gate to avoid any kind of delay. The

candidates may be directly permitted afterseeing their admit cards or any other proof. The Examination of the said school is commencing from 11th onwards.

The worthy  chairman, VMC directed the Principal to discourage  such type of examination in future as it is quite impossible to extend support due to security reason. The chairman, VMC asked the nominee chairman to take up the matter with the NIOS and to the KVS authorities for exemption of fixing Centre in future.

The Chairman, VMC also directed  the Principal to approach to the police station Adampur for the deployment of the police including lady staff for frisking as the ladies are also appearing and to escort the candidates from the main guard room to KVNo2along with teachers. 

12.Repair of Basket Ball Ground
The VMC was apprised that the existing basketballground  is very rough and  has  number of cracks and plaster in many places have been damaged which need repair, Therefore, it is proposed  to get  the ground repaired, The HonbleChairman, was requested to  issue necessary instruction to the MES to provide estimate / suggestions for permanent solution and permit us to get repair and incur expenditure from the VVN under M&R as per ceiling fixed by the KVS.

13Construction of Multipurpose Hall.
The VMC was informed that there is no indoor games facilities are available in the school  due to lack of infrastructural facility in the vidyalaya .In order to promote  indoor facilities , the VMCis  in opinion to send a proposal for construction of multipurpose  hall to the KVS. The Chairman, VMCwas requested to issue necessary instruction  to the MES to  provide,estimate,drawing,site  plan for the construction of multipurpose hall as earlier as possible so as to forward to the KVS for further process.

14Distemper Outside the Building.TheHonbleChairman,VMC and members were informed thatsince  the handing  over of the building, no distemper work has been taken of the out side of the building, resulting in the building looksvery shabby from outside.The vidyalaya is also want to change the existing colourof  out side  and   boundary wall. Since the building is located in the Technical area, therefore, school is advised to go for camouflaging colour and permitted to incur expenditure from the VVN under M&R as per ceiling fixed by the KVS(four lack).
15.Engagement of Outsourcing Agency for Watch &Ward /Cleanliness
The VMC was informed that the vidyalaya has invited open tender through news paper for hiring watch and ward/cleanliness services in the vidyalaya for the session 2011-12 as the existing contract is going to expire on 31-03-2011.In response to advertisement the school has received three quotations .After evaluating the tender on 21-03-2011 by the VEC members. It was seen that two agencies Tamnna and M3 have quoted same rates In this condition VMC was asked to advise the school to whom to engaged. Three suggestions have come

1Negotiation of  rates.

2.After taking consent of both the agencies award the contract one for Security and another for Cleanliness.

3.If both the parties are not agreed with the proposal go for retender.

16.ExcursionProgramme for the children-

The VMC was informed that in accordance to the instructions of the KVS every  vidyalaya shall arrange excursion  programme for the children .in order to compliance the instructions,it is proposed to take class-XII to Chandigarh and its surrounding areas and for others to Science city in phased manner under excursion programme. If the VMC is agreed with the proposal the permission may be accorded to take the children out, the same was accepted and permitted the principal to incur expenditure from the VVN which will come around 70000 to80000.

17.AdventureActivity Programme for Students-

The VMC was informed that School has received a  letter from Jawaharlal Institute of Mountaineering through Regional Office Jammu. The vidyalaya is wishing to take40-50 children of class IX&X for adventure activity at Sansar for 8days w.e.f.8-6-2011 to 14-06-2011.If VMC is agreed the permission may be accorded to take the children out, the same was accepted and permitted the principal to incur expenditure from the VVN which will come around 1.5to2.0lac

(i)  Introduction of the Regional Language.

The Hon’ble Chairman, VMC and other members were apprised that 795 out of 1287  children  belong to Jalandhar District. In accordance to articles 112 of the Education code. Children can opt regional language from class VI to VIII and where need be in class IX & X. since Punjabi is compulsory up to class X in schools affiliated to the Punjab School Education Board. Due to lack of facility of the Regional Language children belonging  to KV are deprived to study Regional Language. However, the regional Language is compulsory to the children belonging to Punjab. The proposal  for introduction of Punjabi was put up before the members and the same was accepted. The principal was asked to forward the proposal tor the Hon’ble Assistant Commissioner, KVS Regional office for final approval. 

(ii)  Extension of existing cemented prayer ground. 

The Vidyalaya is facing problem to accommodate all 1287 children during morning assembly as the existing cemented area is small. In order to accommodate full strength of the vidyalaya it is proposed to extend between 600 to 700 sq. meters exiting cemented ground. The same was accepted and Hon’ble  Chairman, VMC asked the MES to supply estimate for the earliest accomplishment of the work. 

(iii) Purchase of L.CD projecto. for Secondary Computer Lab. 

The VMC was informed that the secondary computer lab is not having the facility of LCD. in order to facilitate the teaching learning process. It is proposed to purchase LCD  on DGS & D rate from the branded company.  

(iv)  Purchase of 40 chairs for Activity Room in Primary Wing. 

The VMC has apprised that the children of primary classes are to sit on dari in activity room On recent  surprise visit of the Assistant Commissioner KVS Regional Office Jammu and my own realization, they should be provided better facility.  Hence, it is proposed to purchase at least 40 chairs to accommodate full strength of children. The same was accepted.  

(v)  Installation of Water Coolers with RO system and grilling around them.

The VMC was informed that at present Vidyalaya is having 04 water coolers and one of them became out of order and repairing cost is beyond economical level. The vidyalaya is having six water cooler points. In order to provide better facilities/supply of pure hygienic water it is proposed to purchase 3 new water coolers along with water purifier on DGS & D rate or by constituting committee. The proposal was accepted and appreciated by the VMC and accorded the approval. 

(vi)  Purchase of split up ACs and window ACs for library and Secondary Computer lab.

In order to provide conducive atmosphere in the library it is proposed to purchase two split up ACs of branded companies for the installation in library and two windows AC for the Secondary Computer lab as the points for winds AS is already exiting. 

The VMC was requested to permit us to purchase on DGS & D rates or by deputing committee the same has been accepted  

(vii)  Barricading around the children park.

In order to avoid interference of Secondary and Sr. Secondary children in primary wing and to ensure safety & security of the children, it is proposed to barricade/railing around the children’s park from three sides and to fix gate at one side and it is also advised by the Hon’ble Assistant Commissioner during his surprised visit. The same was accepted by the VMC and asked the principal  to go ahead. 

(viii)  Purchase of Display Boards.

In  order to display of the creative work of the children’s and to avoid pasting on wall. It is proposed to provide at least one display board in each class room. And in three laboratories  i.e.   Physics, Chemistry & Biology (34+ 34=38. The VMC was requested to permit us to purchase 38 Display Board  for the above said purpose. The same was accepted and advised to purchase the same after following proper purchase procedure. 

(ix)  Extension of existing cycle stands near by Secondary Computer lab. 

The VMC was apprised that the vidyalaya is having two cycle stand which does not full fill the requirement of the vidyalaya. Moreover there is no parking place available for the staff. Therefore, it is proposed to extend the exiting cycle stand up to secondary computer lab. 

  The same was accepted and Hob’ble Chairman VMC asked the MES to furnish estimate for early execution of work. 

X. Purchase of Fridge, Oven, OHP with screen for chemistry lab. -

The VMC informed that Chemistry Department has  submitted requisition for the purchase  of  above enlisted equipments for smooth conduct of practical in chemistry  the same was approved and asked  the principal to go ahead.

(xI)  Utilization of service of tractor to maintain play ground. 

The Hon’ble members of the VMC has apprised that the vidyalaya is facing difficulty to maintain vast areas of play ground as  the grass are growing rapidly. In order to ensure safety of the children from the serpentine or reptiles. The permission may be granted to utilize the service of tractor at least twice in the month for cutting the grasses. For  cutting the grass of the whole field. Tractors takes 8 to 10 hours and the charge of each hour are between 400 to 500 and permission may also be granted to incur expenditure from the VVN  under  maintenance of ground. The same has been approved. 

(xiI) Purchas of science materials

The Hon’ble Chairman VMC & members were informed that the subject teachers of different departments have submitted requisition for consumable/none consumable items approximately cost is about between 1.3 to 1.5 lacks. The materials will be purchase on priority basis after approval of quotation by  the VEC . 

(xiiI) Distemper ACC painting work out side the building 

The Hon’ble Chairman VMC & member have appraised that since from the handing over the building no distemper and painting works has been taken up  exterior side of the building  resulting the building look very is very shabby from out . The VMC has advised that it tall building in the Technical area therefore only  camouflaging colour  is permitted out side  the building  and accord  permission to incurred expenditures  from VVN under Beautification head. The Hon’ble Chairamn VMC asked the MES to provide estimate for external camouflaging colour.   
 (xIV) Arrangement of extra classes during autumn breaks Commencing from 13.10.2010 to 23.10.2010. The Hon’ble Chairman VMC and members were apprised that the performance of class XII Science and Commerce in selection is not up to the marks. Therefore it is proposal to arrange extra classes during Autumn break commencing from 13.10.2010 to 23.10.2010.If agreed with the above said proposal  the permission may be given to engage teacher for the said period and also   permit us to make payment from  VVN .the same  has been accepted.

(xV) Purchase of computer

The Hon’ble VMC members were intimated that at present Vidyalaya is having 48 computer out of which 05 (five) are from 10 to 15 years old and under condemnation process. Therefore in order to reduce the pupils and P.C. ration and to extend the facilities in other department like laboratories etc  the  vidyalaya is required at least 08 PC of following  configuration.

The proposal was accepted and asked to purchase on DGS&D rates after completion of formalities’.
xvI). Repairing/Clearance/Diversion of sewer line

The contractor has shown his inability due to non availability of. The Hon’ble Chairman was requested to depute technical person from the MES for seeking  technical advise and to furnish estimate if require. The Chairman, VMC has instructed to the representative of MES to accomplish the work on top priority

                                        Minutes of the VMC Meeting

The VMC meeting was held on 17/9/2009 in the St. Conference Hall at 12.30 PM under the Chairmanship of worthy Shri H.S. Arora, AOC. AFS. Adampur. The meting began with the welcome  of Hon. Chairman VMC and other distinguished members of the VMC by the Principal. In the meting following points were discussed and decided.

1.Distemper/Ace/ Painting work in school building:- 

The Hon. Chairman VMC & members were apprised that since the handing over of the building, no distemper and painting work has been taken up, resulting which the building is in a bad condition. Therefore it is proposed that distempering, painting in side the building and Camouflage outside the building should be done. The same was accepted & Hon. Chairman asked the representative of MES to provide estimate to the school.

2.Grilling around the water coolers:- 

It was submitted before the chairman, VMC that the vidyalaya has four water coolers for due to rough use by the children, need frequent repairing, therefore it is proposed grilling around the coolers after raising small platform. The same was accepted and Hon. Chairman directed the Principal to go ahead.

3. Tile flooring in library, activity room and Staff room:- 

In order to make library, Activity room & staff room dust free and to avoid dari and to ensure easy and proper cleanliness.  It is proposed to  fix the tiles in library , Activity room & Staff room. The same was accepted by the VMC and the MES was asked to submit estimation for further execution of work. 

4. Purchase of Furniture and Display Board for class rooms & Houses:-

(a).The vidyalaya is having 34 classes and 8 houses including Jr. & Sr. but there is no display Board available in any of the class /House. The children/teachers are using wall to display the creative work of the children. In order to avoid the pasting on wall it is proposed to purchase 42 display Board of 3*4’’

(b). The HM of Primary classes has reported that the class IInd  is running  short of furniture and the existing furniture is of uneven size. In order to accommodate full strength of class IInd, 120 Chairs and 20 Hexagonal tables are required.

(c). The secondary/ Sr. Secondary is also running  short of furniture in most of the classes. Three children are sharing a dual desk. Therefore it is proposedto purchase 45 dual desks to accommodate full strength of two sections.

The VMC agreed with all proposals and asked the Principal to go for proper purchase procedure.  

5. Repairing of Submersible pump:- 

The Hon. Chairman, VMC is apprised that for last two years the vidyalaya submersible pumps is out of order as a result of which vidyalaya is facing a lot of water problem. The Chairman, VMC asked the MES to depute Technical person and also provide estimate for repairing.

The VMC members also suggested for separate dedicated line to the school for permanent solution from Air Force supply. The Hon. Chairman asked MES to explore both the possibilities and provide estimate to the school i.e., repairing of submersible pump and for separate pipe line.

6. Labeling of play ground:- 
The Hon. Chairman, VMC and members were apprised that this vidyalya has been assigned to conduct Regional level Kho-Kho Competition, but due to low lying land water stagnates on the ground. The Vidyalya requires at least 4 Kho-Kho grounds for smooth conduction of competition for three days. To avoid stagnation of water on the ground at less 40 to 45 Trolly earth is required for preparation of all grounds. The proposal was accepted by the VMC and Principal was asked to go ahead.

For labeling of ground of earth, the Hon. Chairman, VMC asked the MES to submit estimate for permanent solutions 

7. Purchase of AC for Computer lab/office:-
It is submitted before the VMC/ VEC that recently a Computer lab has been constructed in the Vidyalya and to maintain  the temperature it is proposed to purchase, two new AC newly for constructed lab, one for old lab & one for office. The same was accepted and  Principal was asked to go ahead.
